Members of SoCha (So. Of Chandler) Neighborhood Watch and Library Square Neighborhood Watch were present to receive their HAM Radio equipment.  These are the two largest Watch Groups in our area covering some 400 households combined.  Each had members who either completed training or were already licensed HAM operators.  Each signed an AGREEMENT with SONC stating that ownership of the equipt. is retained by SONC and that in the event that they either move out of their Watch area or the Watch disbands, that the equipt. be returned to SONC for further distribution.  Also it was agreed that a training and testing schedule would be implemented between all area HAMS to co-ordinate a plan in the event of an emergency. This would commence once the Base Station at VNSO was in place.
Anthony met with VNSO Park head Chung and scouted a location for the base station to go in to the Senior Center with a roof top antenna location.  Looking for Park personnel to install antenna under the direction of HAM operators in area.  Meeting with Roz at VNSO Park next Wed. to finalize.

Discussion on Senior Lead Officer “shake-up”.  Justin Bergman moved to SoCha area who have been without a SLO for nearly a year.  Officer Trent Berry from North Valley Division to take over for Justin.  All Officers on Staples Center duty and could not attend meeting.
